NCBIWA members provide major funding  

A highlight of the two-day annual conference of the North Carolina Beach, 

Inlet and Waterway Association in November, 2006 was an update of on-

going research to determine the economic impact of recreational boating. 

That study begun in the spring of 2005 is being conducted by a team of 

researchers from the University of North Carolina at Wilmington and Ap-

palachian State University in Boone. 

Preliminary reports illustrated the results of surveys of boaters to deter-

mine how much a typical crew spends on fuel, lodging, launch fees, food 

and other provisions as they cruise the stateôs inlets and waterways. 

Using on-site survey teams, the study has collected and compiled infor-

mation from approximately 1,500 boaters throughout coastal North Caro-

lina. The majority of the funding for the research came from NCBIWA 

members.
